Mbokk: The individuals that make up your support community. 

(example – all of the people blood and non-blood related that care and support you in your efforts)

Kersa:  To have Kersa is to have good manners. 

(example- women wearing appropriate attire around elder men)

Fida: To be bold or to have guts.

(example- a person who is not afraid to dance in public)
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
